o Bullying in any form will not be tolerated and can result in immediate removal from the
activity/program, or other consequences if deemed necessary.
» The following behaviors are strictly prohibited and may result in immediate removal from the event,
parent/guardian contact, and/or dismissal from future Girl Scout activities:
o Smoking or vaping of any kind
o Possession or use of alcohol or illegal drugs
o Possession or use of weapons or dangerous items
Cell phones and electronics must remain silent and out of use during the event.
Photos of other Girl Scouts are never to be taken without their consent, and should never be posted
on social media platforms
Respect the event location by being mindful of displays, furniture, equipment, and surroundings, and by
following all site-specific rules and guidelines.
Always clean up after yourself and leave everything better than you found it.
GSC is not responsible for any lost, broken, or stolenitems.
Do not enter activity areas like waterfronts, ranges, or challenge courses without trained staff.
Walk—do not run—unless you are playing a supervised game.
Respect nature: stay on paths, don’t disturb plants or animals.
Take care of your health: stay hydrated and speak up if you need help.
